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When three biologists published a
critique this past summer of the feder-
al Fisheries Department's use ofsci-
ence, they hardly suspected the
firestorm of controversy they were
about to set off.

Yesterday, those biologists testified
on Parliament Hill before the Com-
mons fisheries committee.

Jeffrey Hutchings, Carl WaIters ~u
Richard Haedrich published an article
in the June issue of the CanadianJo\lr-
nal of Fishery and Aquatic Science.

I They wrote that science was misused
I and distorted by bureaucrats in the

Department of Fisheries and Oceans.
The results, they wrote, have been
calamitous, including the collapse of
cod stocks off the Atlantic coast.

The committee has taken up the is-
sue, partly inspired by the chorus of
denunciations of DFO by scientists
who spoke out in the aftermath of the
article's publication.
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
