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SEXUAL HEALTH
That this conference deplores that the NHS is disinvesting in contraception and sexual health services and that there has been a recent reduction of services in 40% of clinics across the UK.


That this conference deplores that funding specific for improving sexual health has been used to make up NHS deficits in the past financial year and demands that in 2007-8 sexual health funding is used for its specific purpose to improve sexual health and contraceptive health services.


That this conference regrets the diversion of money for the improvement of NHS sexual health services to the NHS financial deficit with the consequent detriment to the health of the public.  


That this conference believes that the key to prevention of sexually transmitted disease is two-fold: 
(i) school-based education that ensures that all children understand the risks associated with unprotected sexual intercourse before they become sexually active, and 
(ii) (As a reference) the legalisation and regulation of prostitution.
