ACTIVITIES:

CLINICAL:



Gastrointestinal (GI), Breast, Oesophageal and Thoracic, and Brain Site Groups



I took over a fairly heterogeneous clinical practice in Halifax, the respective weights of which  varied depending on the available manpower. Latterly this has concentrated on GI cancer.


I have made my focus the management of upper gastrointestinal cancers, and in particular oesophageal cancer, in a multidisciplinary environment. 



I have continued an early interest in haematology and anticoagulation by collaborating with the Division of Haematology in anticoagulant trials in patients with cancer.

CLINICAL TRIALS:



I have persistently been the major contributor to clinical trial accrual within the site groups I have been working in. I have tried to build up the clinical trials programme into a more organised framework within the clinical activities of the centre, with a better balance between co-operative group and industry sponsored trials. I have consistently brought as many trials as are available and feasible to the site groups as an educational tool, and initiated activation of many of these within the centre. My work on the Research Ethics Board helped to create a culture conducive to responsible research and for efficient processing of research proposals. 



I have been very active within several co-operative trials groups. I have made a major commitment to the Radiation Therapy Oncology Group (RTOG), a National Institutes of Health funded cooperative group, to balance a predominantly radiation oncology driven programme, and to encourage more multimodality clinical trial activities. I was the designated Centre Medical Oncologist with responsibility for oversight of the systemic therapy component of RTOG trials in Halifax (and previously in Hamilton). Within the RTOG itself I currently serve on the gastrointestinal, medical oncology, quality control, publication and research strategy committees, and play a role in the oversight of the group. In the gastrointestinal committees I sit on the steering committee. I have previously performed a similar role in the brain group. On the medical oncology committee I have been organising the educational components of the committee meetings, and have provided keynote lectures on several occasions. Activities on quality control are twofold in addition to being responsible for oversight of data quality across the group. I serve as an auditor doing regular site reviews of participating centres. I hold the Chair of Medical Oncology Quality Control and thus cochair the Medical Oncology Committee. I act as medical oncology chair on some trials, currently an anal cancer trial (RTOG 0529) and its developing replacement. In addition I work on protocol development, providing reviews of all systemic therapy protocols presented by the site committees at an initial stage in their development.

Within the National Cancer Institute of Canada (NCIC), I founded the brain tumour group and served as its interim chair, and have been a national study chair. In addition to the brain and gastrointestinal site executives I continue to serve on the GI disease orientated working groups. I sat on the Quality Assurance Committee and acted as an audit team leader (2002-9).

I helped develop a parallel organisation to the NCIC brain site group to attract industry funding, the Canadian Brain Tumour Consortium, on which I chaired the Credentials Committee.

I have attended National Surgical Adjuvant Breast and Bowel Project (NSABP) meetings for over 20 years, and have promoted their trials where applicable in the various centres I have worked in.
ETHICS:

(a) Research Ethics
I have emphasised the need for the unpacking of fundamental principles of human protection from process, which has overshadowed ethical reasoning. 
In 2007-2010 I was a part of a World Medical Association stakeholder group working on the sixth revision of the Declaration of Helsinki. 

(b) Publication Ethics and the Philosophy of Science

Concerns over the increasing commercialisation of clinical research and accumulating evidence as to the corruption of the databases of evidence based medicine has led to my adopting a strong advocacy position for a new culture of transparency, accountability and collaboration in clinical research, using the proposals for clinical trial registration as an opportunity for fundamental reform. This represents a return to the basic philosophical principles of science. 

I have been a member of the Ottawa Group, that published the first part of the Ottawa Statement in 2005, and collaborated with the World Health Organisation (WHO) in the evolution of its portal to maintain international standards, and now serve on its editorial board. I was apart of a WHO initiative to set standards in the transparency and disclosure of clinical research. I have extended this model to the social sciences (see below). I have written a number of editorials on how things go wrong in commercial research, and on the importance of international standards.
(c) Feminist Health Care Ethics
I have developed new frameworks for policy development on marginalised women involved in sex work, developing a large collaborative international multi-disciplinary network. This translates the above bio-medical model into social sciences, and fulfils a number of criteria set down by funding agencies, namely cross-cutting interdisciplinary collaboration, bridging communities of knowledge (theoretical, empirical and experiential), and providing for rapid dissemination of new knowledge. I have published on the importance of a feminist perspective in research ethics. I am a member of Feminist Action on Bioethics. 
(d) Organisational Ethics

I have applied lessons from the patient safety literature to a better understanding of the management of conflict in health care systems, and its impact on patient care. 

(e) Women’s studies and marginalisation

Stigma and marginalisation contribute to significant barriers to healthcare access. I collaborate with the university Women’s Centre and am the secretary to the Executive of the Stepping Stone outreach centre for sex workers. I have published in this area and have successfully translated knowledge management practices from the biomedical sphere to the social sciences where I coordinate an international network of research in sex work, helping investigators fulfil funding agency priorities of collaboration, sharing and dissemination. 
ADMINISTRATION:

I worked with the Research Ethics Board (REB) since arriving in Halifax in 1998, as an active investigator, and have successively been a board member, Co-chair, Associate Executive Chair and Executive Chair. As such I was responsible for an office staff consisting of a manager, five staff, four co-chairs, a board of 30 members and a budget of over $400,000. The Office of the Research Ethics Board shared resources and personnel with Research Administration, with another 5 staff who were represented on the Executive Committee. The REB chair reported to the Vice President Academic Affairs, the Research Priorities and Planning Committee and the Quality Committee of the Capital Health Board.

I have been a very active participant in the listserves of both the Canadian NCEHR and American IRB to create dialogue on critical issues related to responsible human subject research.

Within CDHA I have collaborated with our educator to produce training modules for REB members and research staff.

PUBLIC HEALTH AND PREVENTIVE MEDICINE: 

I have devoted a great deal of effort to the study of tobacco addiction, its production, economics, effect on health, and methods for its control at regional, provincial, national and international levels, and have served on the executives of many organisations involved in this area. In addition I have acted at an advisory level to governments both in Canada and abroad in this capacity. I was part of a consortium of investigators awarded a $4,000,000 grant over a 10 year period, to establish a Tobacco Research Unit as a sector of Ontario's Tobacco Strategy. In 1996 I was part of an advisory committee assembled by the Canadian Public Health Association to bring both governmental and NGO workers in tobacco control from developing countries to Ottawa for a training course. I appeared twice before the Standing Committee on Health of the House of Commons in 1996, at their invitation, to respond to governmental proposals for tobacco usage reduction.

In 1996 I was recruited by the Centre for International Health at McMaster University to lecture in international tobacco control.

Most recently I have brought together several areas of interest including public health, women’s health, health law and health care ethics, to examine the ethical issues surrounding the use of criminal law in marginalising women involved in sex work.
